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Learning Agreements

From our side there is no any deadline to ask for my signature - but your university might
have a deadline for this that you need to keep!

Most universities already use Digital Learning Agreements (DLA) sent in the EWP system
online just like us. I am the one who is approving the DLAs too.

You can send your LA’s scanned copy by email as well to incoming@ajk.elte.hu if your
university still does not use Digital Learning Agreements and you will get back the signed
copy the same way (scanned) by email.

Or you can also bring it with you for the personal registration and ask for my signature than
(or even later during the semester)! It is totally up to you!

Personal Registration (31 August - 01 September)

The semester officially starts with the personal registration on 31 August and 01 September (Monday
- Tuesday) in lecture hall I. ( main faculty building, first floor , room 106 = SOMLO AUDITORIUM)
between 10.00 - 14.00 hours (please arrive in time for the start at 10.00am)

IF FOR ANY REASON YOU CAN NOT ARRIVE TO BUDAPEST FOR THE PERSONAL REGISTRATION, SEND
AN EMAIL TO incoming@ajk.elte.hu AHEAD!

The registration itself will be very simple. Basically you identify yourself with either your VALID
PASSPORT or VALID ID CARD, sign your own application form, that you had sent earlier online and
present for signature the arrival certificate that your university requires to be signed (not all of your
universities require this, so do not be scared if you do not have such form!).

You shall also receive your Neptun code and password to gain access to our online administrative
system where you will register for the chosen courses.
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Personal Registration

When coming to Personal Registration, please bring your ID card or passport with you and if your
university needs me to sign any documents, please print them in advance!

If you have an arrival/enrollment certificate, please fill in the information that applies to you. (E.g. your
name, home institution, etc.)

IT WILL NOT BE EASY TO GO THROUGH THE PRESONAL REGISTRATION WITH ALL OF YOU IN TIME
SO I NEED YOUR COOPERATION! PLEASE ARRIVE ON TIME, BE CALM AND BE PREPARED!

You shall be devided between the two days according to the first letter of your surnames. The lists shall be
announced here soon. If you can not come on the given day you may come on the other but please have a
valid reason for it. That is not a valid reason that you want to get registered a day earlier just in case.
Those coming on the second day shall not be in any kind of disadvantage. "
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Orientation Week (31 August - 04 September)

From 02 September (Wednesday) there will be several orientation programs organized by the University and ESN (Erasmus student
association) to help you getting familiar with the University and Budapest

Faculty Orientation Meeting

On 02 September (Wednesday) morning between 10.00 - 12.00am the incoming international
coordinator (Mr. Akos Udovecz) shall meet all of you for a discussion - location: lecture hall 1.

( main faculty building, first floor , room 106 = SOMLO AUDITORIUM)

We shall talk about the course registration, the main regulations for attending, the types of courses,
the schedule of the semester, the registration procedure (or for some of you the residence permit
application procedure) at the immigration office and other uselful things you need to know regarding
the start of the semester.

You shall also meet your student mentors and ESN ELTE law group also introduces themselves and
their programs they offer you during the semester.

After the meeting your student mentors will take you for a campus tour.
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Course Registration

We use a two phase course registration system to provide equal opportunities for everyone to join
the courses regardless the time of the actual registration.

Right after the personal registration you can register for your chosen courses in our electronic education
system called Neptun after accessing your profile.

Neptun

Students who will stay for the spring semester too can do the course registration online even from home at
the start of the spring semeter within the given registration periods because you can only register for the
fall semester courses in September.

Course Registration

The first phase of the course registration will already be active from the start of the personal registration (31
August) till 03 September (Thursday) afternoon 17.00 pm.

You need to register online for your courses within this period! The system shuts down on Thursday at 17.00pm
and arranges the names in the case of all courses separately in a random order so it will not matter if you do your actual

registration in the system later than others within the given time period. On Thursday evening you can check your
Neptun profile to see if you could get into all the courses you registered for because it can happen that more students try
to register than the number of the available places and you are cut from the list.

If this happens than comes the second phase! It starts from 04 September (Friday) 16.00pm and lasts until 11
September (the following Friday) 16.00pm - From the start of this second phase the system will offer some additional
places to all courses so you will have a possibility for another try but this time it will work on a first come first served
basis so be fast! If this attempt is also unsuccesful than choose another course(s) where there are still available places.

In those exceptional cases when it is essential for you to join a course because you can transfer the grade acquired in
that particular course to your home university and you could not register for it even in the second round you can contact
me to register you for that course!
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Course Registration

During the first week of classes (starting from 14 September - Monday) you will have one last opportunity to make changes in
your registered courses. This is a sort of trial week when you can check the chosen courses and if you do not happen to like them
you can switch to another if you ask me to do it for you.

Also you can decide later to join BLOCK SEMINARS starting later in the semester. Just let me know any time during the study
period that you would like to attend them and I shall register you IF THERE ARE STILL AVAILABLE PLACES LEFT!

It can happen that you shall not be able to join all those courses that you named in your learning agreement so be flexible
and prepared to choose other courses that you might also like!

And do not worry about your Learning Agreements (LA) because there is a “During the mobility” section (or in case of DLAs a
»,Changes” section) in them where you will be able to list all the modifications you make compared to the original list of chosen
courses.

You need to make these modifications in your LA / DLA until the end of the lecture period the latest.
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Academic Calendar

* 31 August - 01 September: personal registration

* 02 - 04 September: orientation programs

* 14 September - 11 December: lecture period

* Autumn break 26 - 30 October (classes resume from 02 November)

* 14 December - 29 January 2027: exam period (for your information: the exam period is mostly meant for the local students. You
shall have your exams on the last lesson of your courses in the last week of the lecture period or you will have to hand in an
essay by this time - depending on the type of assessment your lecturer chooses. You can ask the lecturers in the first lesson about
what type of assessment you can expect at the end of the courses. In case retakes are needed those shall be arranged for the first
week of the exam period.)

* Italso means that you shall be finished with your exam duties by Christmas time and if you wish you can prepare to leave for good
before Christmas (those of you who shall not return for the spring semester). But be aware that if you do so your Erasmus grants
shall be calculated by your home university until your last day in Budapest! You can also decide to stay until the end of January as
that is still part of the semester even though there shall be nothing for you in January (in general: you are free to decide when to leave
after your last exam just be aware that the ERASMUS grant shall be calculated till the date of your actual departure)

Registration at the National Directorate-General for Aliens Policing

* Those of you coming from the EEA (European Economic Area) countries will not have to get a residence permit to stay
in Hungary for longer than 90 days.

* Nevertheless EEA citizens are required to report their stay to the competent regional office of the National Directorate-
General for Aliens Policing by supplying their personal data up until the end of the 3rd month from their arrival the latest.

*  Here you will find the list of the supporting documents you need to take with you to the Office.

* Those of you who arrive from outside of the European Economic Area (including the UK!) will need a residence
permit as you are expected to stay longer than 90 days! More on this can be found here

* Those of you who does not need a visa to enter Hungary can submit the residence permit application here in Budapest
within 30 days of your arrival also online here

* Nevertheless you can also contact one of the Hungarian embassies/consulates in your country to ask their
advice in the issue of the residence permit application

The counselling service is here to help you gain understanding of difficulties you face in your everyday life, studies and
relationships.

About counselling

You are welcome to contact our counselling psychologist. In individual counselling, you meet a psychologist and elaborate on a
difficulty or question you have. The professional can help you place your experience in context, explore your feelings and situation
from different aspects so that you can make choices that are best for you.

Issues brought to counselling

There is a great variety of problems addressed in counselling like
* issuesrelated to academic life

* questions related to family

* issues in interpersonal and intimate relationships
 difficulties in adjusting to new environment

* optimising coping mechanisms

* developing assertiveness
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Counselling service at the faculty

How counselling works

The first step towards counselling is getting in touch with us. We make an appointment for a consultation during which
you and your counsellor can develop a clearer understanding of your problem and think together about how you might
move forward. Normally, this consultation lasts between one and three sessions. Should you need further individual
counselling, your counsellor suggests a plan for you to work together on the given difficulty. Sessions are normally
scheduled weekly or biweekly and each session last approximately 50 minutes.

Confidentiality

Maintaining confidentiality is of high priority in counselling. All information you share with your counsellor will be
kept private.
